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Sunny growth for Blue Sky

For example,
Blue Sky customers
and the Energy Trust
of Oregon helped
bring on line a new solar facility at
the Pepsi of Klamath Falls bottling
plant in December. This 172-
kilowatt capacity facility is the
largest solar installation in the
Northwest.

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Blue Sky customers helped provide start-up funds for a new
solar facility in Klamath Falls — the largest in the Northwest.

Growth continues in other areas
of our companywide Blue Sky
program. The number of customers
participating in Blue Sky grew by
55 percent last year. The amount of
renewable energy we purchased on
behalf of Blue Sky customers also
grew, increasing by 44 percent from
2003 to 2004.

Sustainability in action

Coming full circle at Circle Creek

Blue Sky Habitat customers
contributed $9,250 to help the
North Coast Land Conservancy
purchase 364 acres adjacent to
highly productive salmon streams
near Seaside, Ore., including
most of Circle Creek, a tributary
to the Necanicum River. The
Habitat funds are administered
and distributed by The Nature
Conservancy.

Native runs of coho and chum
salmon, and trout make Circle
Creek a treasure worth saving.

for development in the 1970s, but
seasonal flooding discouraged
those plans. The wealth of water,
however, supports habitat for
plants and animals (elk, black
bear, bald eagles and frogs to
name a few) and the preserve
helps protect nearby residents
and structures.

“Places like this store water
and keep other areas from
flooding, and you get all the
wildlife benefits,” explained Neal
Maine, land steward and co-
founder of the land trust.
“Otherwise the water
ends up in someone’s
garage.”

In planning the
future for Circle Creek,
the group says they’ll
let nature lead the
way. Their philosophy
is to study the natural
processes shaping the
area, then use that as a
guide for restoration.
